Pictures or diagrams –analysis interprets and integrates this data

Non-narrative data- data are cited and analysis interprets the data using appropriate methods

Arguments advanced in the analysis are sufficiently based on concrete information.

The student attempted to organize and interpret the case using an appropriate theory or technique from this week’s materials- see syllabus, text, and class notes.                        
	
	

	Analysis: Logical Development

Possible Points= 20
	The analysis develops a perspective on the case; there is a unifying idea or focus provided by the theory or framework adapted from this week’s materials.

The analysis is well developed. I can follow a linear construction of the argument.

The analysis is not simply a summary of the case.

Case facts (data) are well integrated into the analysis and applied theory to support argument.

The ideas and argument presented are consistent. Contradictory facts are stated and interpreted. 

The argument advanced is plausible, and the analysis makes sense to me. 
	
	

	Analysis: Clarity

 Possible Points=15
	The analysis gets to a point smoothly.

It is well written; grammar, choice of words, and spelling is “business-like”.

	Conclusion

	The analysis ends with a resolution or summing up of the analysis to bring the case to a conclusion.

The conclusion is not tentative or ambiguous, but provides a clear course of action or end to the case.

The conclusion is consistent with the analysis and the introduction.
